b) School furniture, crafts, packaging, construction, laminated boards, slat-flooring, boats, charcoal
c) Nursery and plantation development, soil erosion and watershed protection, degraded lands rehabilitation
d) Use of bamboo for livestock fodder/chicken-feed applications

6. Work in tandem with INBAR/LED staff to fundraise and enhance the bamboo-led livelihoods programme in Eastern and Southern Africa region. Liaise with donors in the region
7. Represent INBAR in the Eastern and Southern Africa region and liaise with stakeholders in INBAR member countries as appropriate.
